Opening Sentences

Confession of Sin

Officiant: Dear friends in Christ, here in the presence of
Almighty God, let us kneel in silence, and with penitent and
obedient hearts confess our sins, so that we may obtain
forgiveness by his infinite goodness and mercy.

[Officiant leads and people join in]

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against
you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and
by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with
our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbors as
ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the
sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive
us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways,
to the glory of your Name. Amen.

Officiant: Almighty God have mercy on you [us], forgive you [us]
all your [our] sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you
in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you
[us] in eternal life. Amen.

[A deacon or lay person using the preceding form
remains kneeling, and substitutes "us” for "you" and
"our” for "your."]

The FirstLesson. . . . ......covvvenn. Matthew 15:29-39
After Jesus had left that place, he passed along the Sea of
Galilee, and he went up the mountain, where he sat

down. Great crowds came to him, bringing with them the lame,
the maimed, the blind, the mute, and many others. They put
them at his feet, and he cured them, so that the crowd was
amazed when they saw the mute speaking, the maimed whole,
the lame walking, and the blind seeing. And they praised the
God of Israel.

Then Jesus called his disciples to him and said, ‘I have
compassion for the crowd, because they have been with me
now for three days and have nothing to eat; and I do not want
to send them away hungry, for they might faint on the

way.’ The disciples said to him, “Where are we to get enough
bread in the desert to feed so great a crowd?’ Jesus asked them,
‘How many loaves have you?’ They said, ‘Seven, and a few
small fish.” Then ordering the crowd to sit down on the
ground, he took the seven loaves and the fish; and after giving
thanks he broke them and gave them to the disciples, and the
disciples gave them to the crowds. And all of them ate and were
filled; and they took up the broken pieces left over, seven
baskets full. Those who had eaten were four thousand men,
besides women and children. After sending away the crowds,
he got into the boat and went to the region of Magadan.*
